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A Review of Overseas Researches on Slow Travel

Abstract: Slow travel, as a sustainable form of tourism, has been given extensive attentions in
foreign countries as it could both satisfy tourists’ pursuit of happiness, while at the same time, help the
sustainable development due to its emphasis of slow mobility. As a relatively research area, foreign
scholars had conducted systematic researches for several years and researches in this field gradually go
in — depth and systematically. Based on the review of 2 monographs and 18 journal articles on slow
travel, the main research themes were summarized in five categories: the concept of slow travel, slow
traffic and travel experiences, slow tourists’ motivations and behaviors, slow travel and climate
change, and destination development for slow travel. Meanwhile, this article analyzed the gaps between
the studies of slow travel at home and abroad and future directions that slow travel researches in China
should focus on.
